MINUTE OF EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING 4 NOVEMBER 2010
Mr Chalmet pointed out East Sutherland Wheelers is not a mountain bike club, but a cycling club for all disciplines as stated in the previous minutes. MATTERS ARISING

Mr Ross stated Bunillidh Rowing Club secured funding from the Highland Council Discretionary fund.  The boat kit should arrive on Friday 28 January and be built by the summer.
ACTIVE SCHOOLS UPDATE

Louise Nadin reported the following: 

· Weather has affected sport in the area since the last meeting.  Heavy snow fall and prolonged frozen ground has highlighted the fact that indoor facilities are extremely limited in East Sutherland.  

· School programmes and tournaments which have taken place - boys and girls basketball, boys and girls benchball and boys indoor 5 a side football.

· Over the next few weeks, school pupils can look forward to the dance competition, cross country, football, orienteering, hockey, badminton and sportshall athletics competitions (which will be delivered by students from Inverness College doing Diplomas in sport and leisure to all primary 5 pupils).

· The Playground leaders programme continues to be a welcome addition to the primary school curriculum for P6/7, with the added emphasis on leadership in the outdoors and environmental awareness, working in partnership with the Ranger Service.  
· GHS PE department lead on their programmes for Young Leaders and Community Sports Leaders (CSL) and together work with Active Schools to ensure the success of the inter-schools tournaments and festivals.  
· Highland Sports Development Officers and Active Schools has co-ordinated the delivery of shinty, tennis coaching training for teachers and volunteers, and football through the Tesco Bank and MacDonalds programmes for 6-8 year olds.  
· External funding applications:

· £1000 – cash4Clubs for football coaching

· £50,000 – SportScotland to match the £20,000 promised from KWFT for an all weather facility for Brora Rangers and partners

· £5,000 – KWFT - for architects drawings for Brora Primary School Healthy Hut plus a commitment from the Ward Development budget to underwrite HC legal costs for the lease arrangements to Friends of Brora Primary School.

· A concern for the future is the Highland Council budget cuts affect on the delivery and development of sport in the Highlands including the review of school transport services.  Transport continues to be the critical factor in young people being able to access opportunities in sport or recreational activity.

Mr Port agreed to get in touch with Coaching Highland regarding this matter as cycling is one of the core sports they are responsible for funding.  If this does not prove fruitful Mr Port will take further guidance from Highland Council regarding SSC’s ability to fund this application.
